The families had between two and seven affected members; in the majority of pedigrees there was strong evidence in support of autosomal dominant inheritance. Because of variable onset and expressivity of the dilated cardiomyopathies, the exceptional possibility of germline mosaicism, the non systematic assessment of disease penetrance in all the families’ members involved, small family size, heredity and mode of inheritance is difficult to determine from the pedigree analysis only; typically for some pedigrees classified as autosomal recessive or X-linked recessive.
